Minutes from the Abbotsford City Council meeting held February 7, 2011 at the Abbotsford City
Hall.

Mayor Sossaman called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Roll call: Mayor Sossaman, Voss, Horacek, LaSee, Kilty, Anders, Faber, Mediger, and Kattre

Others present: Clerk Lopez, Engineer Jon Strand - S.E.H., Kevin O'Brien - TP Printing, Todd Schmidt -
Abby-Colby Area Chamber of Commerce, Marcia Hochhalter, Ron Graffunder, Gordie Jensen, Dan
Header, Bob Gosse, Dennis Kramer, Jody Apfelbeck, and other interested members of the public.

Under comments by the Public, public comments were heard.

Under Mayoral Comments, Mayor Sossaman stated that we now have our funding package in place; and
the Eau Pleine Treatment Plant fotal project should not increase more at this time.

Mayor Sossaman stated that the departure of Michael's Foods came as a surprise to the City, as they
had been in current conversation with them and were working on solutions to assist with getting them
onto the City's waste water system. It was stated that their decision was an economic decision.

Sossaman stated that with the departure of Michael's Foods the City needs an Administrator more than
ever. Sossaman stated that a City Administrators would have experience and connections to help our
city grow. Sossaman stated that the City also has some management issues and the City need help to
implement policies. The Mayor stated she felt the City has been making several changes in policy and
stressed that an Administrator can assist with the transitions. Sossaman stated that all three
candidates stressed communication. Sossaman stated that she tries to have all communication at the
council table and said that other council members have other styles of communication. Mayor Sossaman
explained that the Open Meeting Law was violated last Thursday when every council member except
Kattre was huddled in the council room prior to the meeting discussing city business with the Municipal
Court Judge. Mayor Sossaman stated that she has warned the council numerous times about walking
quorums. Sossaman felt this was a blatant violation of law and this action must change. Sossaman
encouraged the council to run this government the way it was intended with open communication.

Minutes from the Council held January 3 and 25, 2011 were presented, motion Kattre/LaSee to waive
the reading and approve the minutes. Motion carried without negative vote.

Considerations before the Council

Under ground water update, Strand stated that Switlick and Son's are waiting on Push Inc. with the
boring. Sam's Well Drilling has finished the test pumping on Thursday: and we are now awaiting results.
The DNR can then review the test wells. The rock boring will be done at the same time Sams Well
Drilling brings on the new wells.

Brunner Well Drilling has test pumped many of their wells. Five out of eight wells have been completed.
The pumping results have come in very close to projections. DNR approval for well 21 relocation has been
received. Well 26 and 27 are awaiting DNR approval and can then be finished up. Advanced Construction
has run into some bed rock; blasting on site has been completed and material is being dug out.

Thomas Electric is waiting for rock boring for the final fiber optics. The SCADA is an ongoing process
and will be continuing throughout the project. Ellis Stone is looking to start work mid March and will be
working for the better part of this year.



Rural Development has provided the City with a Commitment letter. The grant money has been increased
now fo just less than 3.5 million. Rural Development; Safe Water Drinking Loan, EPA - Stag, and
Department of Commerce (CDBG) are all partners in this funding. Grant money has been increased by
$800,000 since the previous figures last fall.

Under discuss/approve Resolution 2011-2 in Appreciation of William E. Beil, Jr. motion
Kattre/Mediger to approve. Motion carried without negative vote.

Under discuss/approve Engineering Agreement as presented on USDA-Rural Development forms/Change
Order - S.E.H., Voss questioned if we could approve this; but not pay for it until the end of the project.
Mayor Sossaman stated she has a problem with the rebid based upon the fact that the advice was given
to the council from S.E.H. It was stated that at this fime the USDA Rural Development project budget
has been set and the change order has been reviewed by the Engineer at USDA and has been included in
the total package. It was stated that by not increasing this portion the project budget will not
decrease. It was stated that not approving this will not impact the rate payers. Motion LaSee/Voss to
approve Engineering agreement. Roll call: LaSee - yes, Kilty - yes, Voss - yes, Horacek - yes, Kattre - no,
Anders - yes, Mediger - yes, and Faber - yes. Motion carried 7:1 (Kattre)

PMA Financing review Lopez encouraged the Council to review the handout provided in the packet. This
report will be shared with the Council on a monthly basis.

Discuss/approve S.E.H. or City Administrator to apply for Focus on Energy grant for the Waste
Water treatment pumps. It was stressed that the grant must be applied for prior to the purchase of
the pumps. It was stated the cost for S.E.H. to administer the grant is $250 and it was questioned if
the City wanted to handle this now or wait for the hire of the administrator. Motion Anders/Kilty to
approve S.E.H. to handle grant. Motion carried without negative vote.

Committee Reports

Police Commission was presented by Voss.

Police Minutes from January 10, 2011 and the Police bills in amount of $26,635.01 were presented.
There were no comments or questions. Motion Voss/Kilty to pay bills in the amount of $26,635.01.
Motion carried without negative vote.

Finance and Personnel was presented by Mediger.

Minutes from January 24, 2011 were presented. Mediger stated that the council approved the annual
budget with reducing the Council meeting pay line item by 50%. Mediger explained that each council
member is allotted $114.50 per month to stay within budget. Mediger stated at this time she was the
only alderman who followed through with this. If the council wishes to remain on budget a change must
happen. Mediger reminded the council fo follow through or else stated they should do a budget
amendment. Lopez requested that the Council members make their requests in writing.

Under discuss/approve sub-committee authorized to approve Eau Pleine Water Project Change
Orders in the amount of $5,000, motion Mediger/LaSee to approve a subcommittee of LaSee, Mediger,
and Kilty to approve change orders $5,000 or less. It was requested to have the balances of the
contingency fund stated on the change order. Motion carried without negative vote.

Under discuss/approve pay increase from $8.00/hr to $8.50/hr for cleaning staff retroactive to
1/1/2011 motion Mediger/LaSee to approve as stated. Motion carried without negative vote.



Under discuss/approve signing agent of record letter making Greg Schmidt - Spectrum Insurance the
City's agent motion Mediger/Kattre to approve as stated. Motion carried without negative vote.

Water and Sewer, Public Works, and License and Building was presented by Horacek.

Minutes from January 18, 2011 were presented.

Under discuss/approve Original Operator License - Megan Redding - Pizza Hut, motion Kattre/LaSee to
approve as stated. Motion carried without negative vote.

Under Discuss/approve Class B Beer license - Café Mexico Inc Agent: Luis A. Macias, motion
LaSee/Kattre to approve. Motion carried without negative vote. Mediger expressed concerns on
granting license to a grocery store type setting.

Under discuss/approve pump upgrades in the Waste Water Treatment Plant in the amount of
$77,733; motion Anders/Kattre to approve with making sure grant is filed first. Motion carried without
negative vote.

Under discuss/approve sending the Evangelical Free Church an informational letter LaSee/Anders to
approve sending letter. Motion carried without negative vote.

Under discuss/approve the 2011 Snowmobile Map, it was stated that with this map the club will work on
additional signage for next year. Motion LaSee/Kattre to approve. Motion carried without negative
vote.

Under discuss/approve advertising for grass cutting motion Voss/LaSee to approve advertising. Motion
carried without negative vote.

Under discuss/approve authorizing S.E.H. fo prepare plans for the Cedar Street reconstruction project,
some of the pipe will come from the Eau Pleine pipe increase. Motion LaSee/Horacek to approve. Motion
carried without negative vote.

Under discuss/approve terminating the Blazel case, motion Anders/Kattre to approve as stated. Motion
carried 6:0:2 (Abstaining: Voss/Faber)

Under discuss/approve street sweeping, Sossaman stated that a Clark County survey was conducted and
there is only one sweeper available in the County in Stanley. Sossaman stated that at this time
Dorchester is not interested in renting their equipment. The street sweeping should be done in March or
April. Motion Anders/Voss to bid out the street sweeping. Motion carried without negative vote.

Under discuss/approve abandonment of test wells #16 & #17 per advice of DNR; Sossaman stated
that this is to abandon the wells on the west well field. Voss questioned the cost on abandoning each
well. It was stated that Brunner was paid by exact work performed; the abandonment is not included in
prices already paid. It was anticipated that the cost would be several thousand dollars. Sossaman
stated that we either have to transfer the ownership of the wells; or abandon them. Motion
Anders/Faber to abandon wells. Motion carried without negative vote.

Minutes from the Council meeting held February 16, 2011 at the Abbotsford City Hall.
Mayor Sossaman called the regular meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Mayor Sossaman, Voss, Horacek, LaSee, Kilty, Anders, Mediger, Kattre, (Faber-
Absent)

Others present: Clerk Lopez, City Engineer Jon Strand, Bob Gosse, TP Printing Kevin O’Brien,
Dale Rachu, Jim and Jenny Jakel, Dennis Kramer, Don and Jane Medenwaldt, Putts Graffunder
and other interested members of the community.

Under Public comments several comments were shared.

Under discuss/approve lawn mowing bids; the bids were opened for 2011 Lawn Mowing year in
front of the Council. The City will compare each bid and give a recommendation at the March 7.
2011 Council Meeting.

Under discuss/approve Boy Scout project at Red Arrow Park, it was stated that Joshua Haines
has presented a plan for a disk golf game and asked for assistance with funding and labor.
Discussion was held and it was suggested that Haines research other charitable organizations to
assist with the funding of the project. It was felt the City could assist with some labor in the
creation of the holes and with the land; but did not have funds available to contribute financially.
It was decided to table this until the next Council meeting.

Under the Eau Pleine water update, Strand stated that Sams Well Drilling was at this time shut
down due to cold weather. The Well 21 relocation variance was approved as was the shop
drawings on Brunner wells. It was stated that Push Inc will be mobilizing Monday and boring on
Tuesday. It was requested to have fines be imposed if work is not completed by the March
Council meeting. Ellis Stone is contemplating holding off on construction until March as they
were having difficulties with the road bans

Under discuss/approve sewer rate increase 72.8%; Lopez presented a spread shect prepared by
S.E.H. showing a summary of the necessary increase. It was decided to table this 1ssue until the
March Council meeting.

Under discuss/update on Waste Water Treatment upgrades, it was stated that the pumps are
coming and a catwalk is still needed.

Under discuss/approve Cedar Street construction- street material; project bidding, Uhlig asked
what the City would like to see bid as there are two options, all in the contract or the City can
buy the material and bid all components out. Anders felt a contract would be the best method.
Kattre state she would prefer whatever works best for the employees. Motion Kattre/Horacek to
have City order materials and bid out project all in one project. Motion carried 5:2 (Anders,
Voss)
