Minutes from the Water & Sewer Meeting on June 26, 2008

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Morrow

Roll Call:  Morrow, Mayor Raatz, Beil, Voss, Albrecht

Horacek arrived at 7:03 p.m.

Also attending:  Jon Strand from SEH, Jes from Brunner Well Drilling, Andy Alexander, Todd Medenwaldt, Jim Jakel, Don Medenwaldt, Sue Sossaman, Reed Welsh, Ben Schultz from Tribune Phonograph and Jenny Parsons.

Chairman Morrow called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and stated that no more bids would be accepted.

Under discuss/approve bids for 2008 Well Projects, Deputy Clerk Jenny Parsons presented the closed bids to Beil who inspected each package, noting they were sealed.  One bid came from Switlick & Sons for the West Well Field Project in the amount of $272,817.50.  One bid came from Brunner Well Drilling, for water well drilling, in the amount of $70,067.80.  All paperwork was complete, as stated by Beil.  Beil gave Jon Strand the bids for inspection and review.

Under discuss/approve CMAR Resolution 2008-05, Morrow discussed the CMAR Resolution, Andy Alexander who discussed the Compliance Maintenance Annual Report (enclosed).  Alexander noted that Abbyland signed an agreement on November 21, 2007.  Progress has been made since 2007.  
Under West Well Fields Water Project, Jon Strand recommended that the Committee recommend the bids to the City Council on the next meeting of July 7, 2008, with 3 contingencies:  1. Wisconsin Natural Resources approval, 2. Public Service approval, 3. Securing necessary property owner land agreements.  

Motion by Morrow/Horacek, to accept Switlick bid for $272,817.56 and Brunner bid for $70,067.80 for West Well Field Project, recommending the contingencies of, Wisconsin Natural Resources approval, Public Service and property owner land agreements.   Motion carried without a negative vote.
Under Water Search and Preliminary Engineering Report (enclosed), Jon Strand presented the Committee with an update.  Also mentioned was the report from Glenn Falkowski of the DNR (enclosed).  Voss commended Alexander and Medenwaldt for their reports then proceeded to ask what if industry shifts or leaves, what happens?  Strand replied that this has been looked at with Rural Development and there are some safety measures built into the financing strategy. 
Morrow presented the next subject regarding the well exploration on the Jakel property.  Strand presented diagrams of the Jakel property and discussed in detail the property lines and the 2 wells.  Currently the west well is producing 15 gallons a minute and the east well is producing 20 to 30 gallons a minute.  Jim Jakel stated an agreement that needs to be made between him and the City.  The City is required to have an appraisal done for the purchase of property from a landowner. Jakel wants a letter stating; the City will not take him to court.  The only acceptable location for a well house is near West Linden Street.  Jakel asked that the City call before further well exploration happens in the east because he has corn planted.   
Under discuss/approve agreement with Abby Schools for new well, the Committee has an agreement (enclosed) that speaks in detail about the wells and the need to relocate/reconfiguration of the water line.  Jon Strand gave a detail explanation on how this will be done and asked that this be recommended to the Council at the next meeting.  An agreement that the school reimburse the City in the approximate amount of $25,730.00 will be discussed/negotiated.  Morrow asked that a recommendation be brought to the Council.  
Motion by Horacek/Albrecht to enter into a negotiated agreement concerning the pro-rated amount identified by SEH as part of the school proposal with the Abbotsford School District for the relocation/reconfiguration of the water lines and necessary land for the West Well Field project.
Motion carried without a negative vote.

Motion by Voss/Horacek to recommend to the Council Jakel property and well exploration.  Motion carried without a negative vote.

Motion by Voss/Albrecht for recommendation for a proposed agreement with Abby School district be brought to the Council.  Motion carried without a negative vote.

Reed Welsh stated that he wanted to understand the total bid, the school’s responsibility is $25,735.00.  The additional cost is at the City’s expense, to facilitate further development on Pine Street.
Morrow suggested an agreement for the re-routing for the school, all costs and what the school is responsible for be drawn up and given to the school.  Welsh agreed that both parties have been working well together but stated he would like to keep options open.  Todd Medenwaldt stated that the land has been staked by the surveyor.  Don Medenwaldt showed concern regarding the fee and is it totality?  It was clarified that the City would own the property.  D. Medenwaldt questioned if you would be able to negotiate higher or lower than the appraised value?  The City will check further with legal council.

Morrow recommend that attorney Freeburg look at the costs of 100x100, the required size per well for appraisal purposes.  
Under discuss/approve with Abbyland regarding 60/40 split of water search expenditures.  Strand stated that Abbyland is following at this point but how long will this go on for?  The DNR is requesting to continue through December 31, 2008.  An agreement should be in writing stating what Abbyland will cover, for how long and any extensions.  Recommend to Council a 60/40 split to December 31, 2008 for the Pilot and complete design in the future and possibly extend time, by formal agreement with Abbyland and the City.
Motion by Horacek/Albrecht to recommend to the Council the agreement regarding Abbyland’s 60/40 split of water search expenditures.  Motion carried without a negative vote.

Motion by Voss/Morrow to approve CMAR Resolution.  Motion carried without a negative vote.

Under discuss/approve hydrant flushing in the city.  Morrow asked for any comments from the people.  No comments from the public.

Motion by Horacek/Albrecht to adjourn at 8:29 p.m.  Motion carried without a negative vote.
