
Minutes from the Abbotsford City Council meeting to be held October 6, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. 
Mayor Raatz called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
 Roll call:  Mayor Raatz, Horacek, Albrecht, Kilty, Morrow, L. Raatz, Sossaman, Kattre.  
Others present:  Lopez, Beil, Natalyn Belanger, Jon Strand – S.E.H., Kevin O’Brien – Tribune Phonograph, and other interested citizens.  
Under comments by the public
Kramer questioned what is happening with Abby land’s cost sharing regarding the newspaper articles.  Beil stated that at this time it is not resolved.  Beil spoke with Paul Hess – Comptroller last week Thursday and we are hoping to schedule a meeting to resolve the issues.  City’s plan is to sit down with Abbyland to discuss these issues within the next few weeks.  Kramer stated that he was reviewing the contract with Marawood that we have signed to and how that has been reviewed by our City Attorney the dollar value was much smaller.  It was stated that this is the first time that Abbyland has not paid on past projects.  Kramer stated that he is not being critical; just is concerned that there is no legal paperwork.  Beil stated that he is unsure of why the payment has not been received on the water side.  There is a contract on the wastewater side of the problem.  There is signed Industrial User Agreements with Abbyland that can be enforced.  At this time we do not have a signature on the 60/40 split with the water side.  
Motion Kattre/Morrow to waive the reading and approve the minutes from the Council held September 2 & 24, 2008.  
Mayoral Comments

Mayor Raatz inform Council on temporary hire for Water Department – Joshua Soyk.  Beil had three interested candidate.  Beil felt that Joshua Soyk would be an excellent temporary job.  Soyk will be working about 2 – 3 hours per day and it will increase to about 20-30 hours per week with in about 3 weeks.  
Sossaman received a complaint from her ward questioning why we have a Finance and Personnel committee and why this did not go through the interview process.  Mayor stated that we 

Considerations before the Council

Under discuss/approve Resolution 2008-10  Discontinuance of Radke Street, motion Morrow/Kattre to approve as stated.  Motion carried without negative vote.  
Under discuss/approve Certified Survey Map – Abbotsford Elementary School location, motion Morrow/Kilty to approve as stated.  Motion carried without negative vote.  
Under discuss/approve submitting Re-use Water Treatment Plant concept to the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources, Jon Strand – S.E.H. informed the council that we met with the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources with the heads of the Water Drinking Water Division.  Rural Development was also in attendance in both the financial aspect and the engineering aspect.  The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the options and concepts that are available to he City.  The power point presentation was presented to the WDNR, the same one the City reviewed.  At this time the pipeline cost is $26,000,000 ground water is $25,000,000 and reuse is $19,000,000.  The groundwater option would be very difficult to achieve due to the lack of water available.  The DNR does not wish to see the City continue to proceed with the groundwater option.  The DNR would like to see either a reuse project or a pipeline approach.  Rural Water acknowledged their concerns regarding the cost variances between the pipeline approach and the reuse plant as they may not beable to justify the costs of a pipeline.  

The DNR would like to see the City resubmit a preliminary Engineering report identifying cost, time, and further detail on the Elm Brook Water source.  The DNR acknowledges that the City cannot wait for a pipeline approach to wait for the neighboring communities to have the similar needs.  The DNR guided the City to have the intake for the reuse plant into Elm Brook.  
Sossaman questioned what the different was in the originally proposed plant.  Strand stated that it is basically the same thing from what we were currently doing; although to meet the definition we must have the intake coming from Elm Brook to satisfy EPA.  Sossaman stated that she was under the assumption that the other communities drank the water that they used.  Sossaman read some emails that she had.  

Strand stated that this process has 4 filtrations and 2 disinfections.  In the US these processes are not all used in the same process.  In Cincinatti they use 3 out of the 6, and others have 2 out of the 6.  The Mississippi River has between 12 – 24 wastewater utilities that pull and dump into the river.  This process is called indirect reuse.  Sossaman was referring to Orange County, FL.  That they use the same process . . . Strand stated that the process is not the same process; due to the geology of the area it is not possible.  The City originally wished to create an articifal aquifier, but the DNR would not allow this process due to incrustation.  Strand stated that the process in the filter is very similar to a natural process.  California and Florida allows municipalities to inject water into the ground and draw it back out.  Wisconsin does not.  Sossaman questioned if the only change in the plan was to change the intake filter from a direct connection to the Waster Water effluent to Elm Brooke.  Strand addressed the question regarding pharmacuticals, as this process will handle the removal of those products.  The DNR allows this process as it is a controlled environment.  Sossaman questioned what the pilot study is testing for is it can not test for everything.  Strand stated that further in the study we will test for viruses through the Marshfield Clinc Research Department.  
Sossaman stated that she had a concern with this system regarding the check valve.  Srand stated that the check valve was only to give the astecital aspect so that water would not go into the City water source.  Strand stated that the check valves are approved by W___.  Strand explained the sensors that will be in place to prevent any and all human error.  If the levels got to a red alert the plant would shut down.  If the plant shuts down there will still be a water sources.  By using the surface water  plant this will fit within the definition of a surface water plant; it will not prevent the EPA it will only fit with in their definition.  
Sossaman questioned how much faith Strand has in this process, and if S.E.H. would take any liability for the City.  Strand stated that he does take a certain amount of responsibility for the design of this process.  

Sossaman questioned if this is safe for the entire town.  We are creating a TIF district, relying on progress . .. will this bring business in or turn business off.  Sossaman does not know what the rates was.  Does not feel comfortable proceeding until the facts are known.  

At this time the approval is for furthering the concept approval with the DNR.  Agreements with industrial users also has be in place before final decisions are made.  

Kilty stated that he has had several calls.  

Jakel stated that she grew up on a farm and the well was a 25 foot dug well and the septic system was about 30 feet away, it was questioned how different that is to the reuse process.  Strand stated that this is a common situation in rural systems.  Jakel questioned the difference from the bottled water in the store compared to the end process of our water system.  Bottled water does not need to meet DNR standards and it is not tested  to the same standard.  Jakel questioned if we can patent this design.  Strand stated that there is nothing new in this treatment plant; the series is just put together in one process.  

Motion Sossaman/Albrecht to table submitting Re-use Water Treatment Plant concept to the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources and hire another Engineer to review the process.  Sossaman stated that Jon Strand could be padding his pockets with this plan.
