
Minutes from the June 2, 2008 Abbotsford City Council meeting.

Mayor Raatz called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 

Roll call:   Mayor Raatz, Voss, Horacek, Albrecht, Kilty, Morrow, L. Raatz, Sossaman and Kattre.
There were no comments by the public. 

Minutes from the Council held May 5, 2008 and May 14, 2008 were presented.  Sossaman noted one correction that she was employed by Security Overhead Doors, not Marawood Construction. 

Motion Morrow/Kattre to waive the reading and approve the minutes with the one stated correction.  Motion carried without negative vote.  
There were no Mayoral Comments.
Considerations before the Council

Under discuss/approve Hodd Drive agreement, Beil stated that Colby requested decreasing the payment amount from $700 to $450.  It was stated that the dollar amount increased about two years ago.  Motion Morrow/L. Raatz to approve the agreement as stated with the $700 amount.  Motion carried without negative vote.  

Committee Reports

Licenses and Building was presented by Beil.
Minutes from May 22, 2008 were presented.  

Under discuss/approve Ordinance updates it was stated that no information has been received from Allen Harvey at this time.  
Under discuss/approve imposing no parking on East Highway 29 from Fifth Street to Eleventh Street – both sides of the street, Beil reminded the council that last month he read a letter written by Dwight Kramer requesting this change.  Sossaman questioned how the City justifies allowing parking near Dukes and Abby Café.  It was stated that on that side of town it was more of a business district and was allowable.  Motion Kattre/Morrow to approve the no parking as stated.  Motion carried without negative vote.    

Building Permits 
Building permits were presented as stated on page 4. 
Under discuss/approve Alcohol Beverage license renewals, motion Morrow/Kattre to approve licenses as listed on page 4, pending Department of Revenue approval and payment of all applicants.  Motion carried 6:0:1 (L. Raatz – abstain)
Under discuss/approve Operator License, motion Kattre/Kilty to approve as listed on page 4.  Motion carried 6:0:1 (L. Raatz – abstain)
Under discuss/approve Cigarette License, motion Kattre/Morrow to approve as listed on page 4.  Motion carried without negative vote.   

Beil informed the council that he is awaiting the information from Attorney Allen Harvey.  Once the memo from Harvey is received untidy property letters will be distributed.  It was stated that there are no necessary changes to the current City Ordinances.  Once the letters are sent copies will be placed in each Alderman’s mailbox. 

Library Board was presented by Raatz.
Minutes from May 13, 2008 were presented.  There were no comments or questions.  
Police Commission was presented by Sossaman.
Police Minutes from May 12, 2008 were presented.  The next meeting date will be June 9th.

Motion Sossaman/Kilty to approve the Police bills in amount of $14,368.67.  Motion carried without negative vote.  
Finance and Personnel was presented by Voss.
Minutes from May 27, 2008 were presented.  It was reminded that the City is still in Union negotiations with the City employees.  The mediation date is scheduled for June 9, 2008.    Albrecht questioned the Air Compressor rental.  Beil stated that with this 6 months rent to own agreement there is no additional charges and no finance charge.  The City will own the compressor after 6 months.   

Fire/Governmental meeting /Joint Police Building Committee was presented by Mayor Raatz.
Minutes from May 29, 2008 were presented.  It was stated that the City of Colby would prefer a 45% 55% split of costs.  Future meetings will be held to come to a final agreement.  
Public Works was presented by DPW Beil.  
Minutes from May 21, 2008 were presented.  The committee viewed all parks during the last meeting and a list of improvements and maintenance issues were developed.  
Chamber of Commerce was presented by Lopez.
Minutes from May 14, 2008 were presented.  There were no comments or questions.  
DPW Report was presented by Beil.  Beil stated the Hwy 13 work crew will be working 4 twelve hour days per week.  The expected completion date is October 15, 2008.  The storm sewer project is moving ahead.  Beil stated that he would like to schedule a Public Works meeting this week to discuss the heavy Equipment bids.  Melvin understood that because his price was lower all work should be awarded to him.  During the original council meeting the Council accepted Steve Colby’s bid and all other bids.  Beil would like the Council’s intention better defined.  
Clerk/Treasurer’s Report was presented by Lopez.  

Lopez reminded the Council that the Down Town Summer Fun is scheduled for Thursday June 12, 2008 from 4:00 p.m.  – 7:30 p.m.
Motion Kattre/Voss to approve the May bills in amount of $195,431.26.  Voss stated that this is the 5th payment from Lincoln Contactors and next months payment will be the final payment.  
Additional committee meetings were set.  
Motion Kattre/Kilty to adjourn at 7:44 p.m.  Motion carried without negative vote.
