Mayor Raatz called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 
Roll call:  Mayor Raatz, Voss, Horacek, Albrecht, Kilty, Morrow, L. Raatz, Sossaman, and Kattre.
Others present:  Lopez, DPW Beil, Kevin O’Brien – Tribune Phonograph, and several other interested members of the community.  
Under comments by the public, Morrow thanked the Bill Beil and the City Crew for the nice Christmas decorations; Morrow informed the council on the cost savings of the new decorations to having them constructed locally.
Minutes from the Council held November 3 & 20, 2008 were presented.  Motion Sossaman/Kilty to waive the reading and approve the minutes as stated.  
Under Mayoral Comments, Mayor Raatz informed the council that the City of Abbotsford has applied for several projects to be included in the upcoming stimulus package.  These projects include:  East Water Tower – $2,126,800, Industrial Park Water main/metering station - $1,389,800, Elm Brook Water Plant - $18,350,000, Industrial Park Expansion - $4,200,000, 5th Street Reconstruction - $130,000, Fire Station/Police Department - $2,500,000.

Under discuss/approve 2009-2011 Collective Bargaining Agreement with the Colby-Abbotsford Police Union; Voss stated that President Lange did an excellent job organizing this process.  There were no attorney fees paid out to settle the union contract.  It was stated that there was a typo on page 35 and the date should read July 1, 2010.  Motion Voss/Kilty to approve as stated.  Motion carried without negative vote.
Finance and Personnel was presented by Voss.
Minutes from November 25, 2008 were presented.  There were no questions or comments.  
Water & Sewer was presented by Morrow.
Minutes from November 12, 2008 were presented.  There were no questions or comments.  
Room Tax Committee was presented by Beil.
Minutes from November 17, 2008 were presented.  DPW Beil stated that there will not be a December meeting; but there were will again one in January as there are several questions about the structure of the committee. DPW Report was presented by Beil.
Under update on untidy properties DPW Beil stated that the Blazel property has made progress; at this time there is no siding on the garage.  It was stated that the garage is in the process of being razed.  Many of the yard sale items are stored in trailers.  Beil stated that the leaning garage behind Carquest is now gone.  Beil stated that the Darrell Schillinger’s situation has been solved in October, and his yard is now cleaned up.  Morrow questioned the ordinance on cars.  It was stated that even if the cars are licensed, they must be road ready.  Beil has spoken with Holtzhausen regarding his property and at this time it is in non repair.  Beil felt there was overall improvement on the untidy properties in Abbotsford.  

Beil stated that the 2008 projects are in the final stages of being closing out.  Final bills are now in and final payments are being issued.  Beil stated that the Landfill is being abused and the gates will be closed in a week.  

Clerk/Treasurer’s Report was presented.  
Lopez stated that the first newsletter was mailed out in November along with a Housing Survey.  West Central Regional Planning is assisting the City with the survey to identify the needs and concerns of our citizens on housing issues.  
The Treasurer’s Report was presented.  Motion Morrow/Voss to approve the November bills in amount of $133,648.09.  Motion carried without negative vote.
