Minutes from the September 2, 2008 City Council Meeting 

held at 7:00 p.m. at the City Hall. 

Mayor Raatz called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Roll call: Mayor Raatz, Horacek, Albrecht, Sossaman, Kattre, Kilty, Morrow, L. Raatz, Voss

There were no comments by the public.
Motion Kattre/Kilty to waive the reading and approve the minutes from August 4th and 27th 2008 with one stated change on the August 4th minutes in paragraph three, sentence four to read “DPW Beil stated that this was looked at during several committee meetings.”  Motion carried without negative vote.  
Under Mayoral Comments, Mayor Raatz stated that the process regarding proceeding with Chip Sealing was done correctly, and the results are better than expected.  The City has done research regarding the bidding process, and in the case of the maintenance projects, the projects do not have to go to a formal bid; therefore, the process was done correct.  Sossaman questioned if we have ever done chip sealing before without it being done as a bid process.  Beil stated that chip sealing was done on Hemlock in 1998 and also in 1999 as a maintenance item.  Sossaman stated that she is still not comfortable with the process as the areas chip sealed were not previously developed streets.  Chip sealing has not been considered a capital project as there is no digging being done.  Sossaman questioned if the sub division was developed 2/3 of the way and stated that she would like to see maintenance projects written up better.  
Considerations before the Council

Under discussion from Brenda Wiese regarding First City Days, Wiese stated the weekend went very well.  Wiese brought up the issue that current City ordinance does not allow dogs in the park and Wiese did not feel it was enforced until the weekend of the car show.  It was stated that several citizens were walking through the park on Sunday with their dog with no police contact; although several of the car show participants were told to remove their dogs.  Gosse stated that on a regular basis the officers do not spend time at the park.  It was suggested to have signs posted at the park stating that dogs are not allowed.  
Jakel questioned if we could request a variance for the weekend.  It was also questioned if the City would put up a doggie bag stand?  Wiese stated that if that is the ordinance she will properly inform the car show people of the Ordinance for all future City Days car shows.  
Voss stated that Beil brought it to her attention when reporting overtime hours, that the overtime was designated for the City Days community picnic clean-up. Voss stated she would help do clean up and from her understand the park was already clean on Sunday night.  Beil stated he would review the information with the Public Works Department to see where the time was spent.  They reported 36 hours total, in which 16 hours were prior and 20 ½ hours were for the clean up.  Weise said all garbage was cleaned up and in the dumpster when they left the park on Sunday.  It was stated that the only item left for the public works department was taking down the fencing it was stated that Jack Kramas was the crew member who put up the snow fence.  Beil will ask the guys about volunteering for clean-up for future City Day community picnics.  Jakel questioned why we have to put up a beer fence, as other areas across the state do not contain the alcohol. It was stated that the City can allow that, although the police do not like that idea because they have less control over the area.  Austin questioned why the city put up the snow fence, as in year past the volunteers have done that.  Wiese stated she does not want to see the City paying out overtime for all these wages when it could be done by volunteers.  Beil will do some research and look into what each guy did and where they did it.  Beil wants to see this as a great success for the City.  
Under discuss/approve updated zoning map designating specific zoning sections and defining our commercial business district, a map was presented with the updated boundaries on it.  Motion L. Raatz/Morrow to approve as stated.  Motion carried without negative vote. 

Under discuss/approve proposal from Vig & Associates LLC for water rate case application, motion Morrow/Kilty to approve following hiring Vig & Associates to prepare the paperwork for the rate case application. Motion carried without negative vote.

At this time, nothing has been received from Attorney Alan Harvey regarding the codification. 

Motion Morrow/Voss to approve operator licenses for Brandi Neuenfeldt – Dukes Bowl.  Motion carried without negative vote.
The Library board was presented by L. Raatz.  There were no comments or questions.

Police Commission was presented by Voss.

The minutes should reflect one change under Chief Report to state that the Holiday bill should be added to the monthly total.  Motion Voss/Kilty to approve bills in amount of $15,573.08.  Motion carried without negative vote.  

Under discuss/approve using $5,000 from metal plate fund to pay for the remaining amount of money for the squad computers, motion Voss/Kilty to approve as stated.  Motion carried without negative vote.  

Finance and Personnel was presented by Voss.

The committee minutes were presented.  There were no comments or questions.  

Public Works was presented by Horacek.

The committee minutes were presented.  There were no comments or questions.

Under discuss/approve spending $12,500 on a gazebo, landscaping, and playground equipment for the parks:  Beil stated we had this amount in the capital improvement line and also a $5,000 donation from Kenny Christensen.  Lester Eby handed out brochures on the various styles of gazebos that he has for sale.  It was stated that Cedar will outlast the treated wood and would cost about $1,000 to $1,500.  It takes about two to three weeks to get the gazebo assembled and in place after the time of order.  Motion Kattre/Horacek to approve purchasing a gazebo, landscaping, and playground equipment in the amount of $12,500.  Motion carried without negative vote.  
Gosse stated that with the school moving, the City will have to start looking at how we will move the children from the East side of town to the West side of the City safely without any sidewalks.  We must choose a street to add a sidewalk.  There should be grant money available through the Safe Route to School program.  Beil stated that he has applied for that in the past and has not been approved.  Mayor Raatz suggested applying again for funding as the awards are made by June 15, 2009.  

Water and Sewer was presented by Morrow.

Under discuss/approve $82.50 credit to the sewer portion of Karen and Larry LaPine bill, motion Morrow/Voss to approve the credit as stated.  Motion carried without negative vote.  

Room Tax Commission was presented by Beil.
Beil was surprised to see this on the agenda as it has been thought to be a separate entity of the City.  Lopez stated that until we have an Ordinance from Alan Harvey, this is only a committee of the Council and all action must be approved by Council.  All previous actions will need to come back before the City Council for approval.  
Under discuss/approve idea that applications that come from other communities or to sponsor other communities will be refused.  Beil explained that this money is not to sponsor our outline other communities.  Motion Sossaman/L. Raatz to approve as stated.  Motion carried without negative vote.

Under discuss/approve that all applicants must state and describe what the proceeds/profits will be used for, Beil stated he wants to see that requirement added into the application.  Motion Sossaman/Albrecht to approve as stated.  Motion carried without negative vote. 

Beil questioned how long we wait until we wait to receive the Ordinance from Attorney Harvey.  Beil will request the Ordinance this week.  
The Plan Commission and Joint Review Board was presented by Mayor Raatz.  It was explained that these entities have met and approved the TIF project plan.  
The United Communities of Clark County minutes have not yet been received this month.  
The Chamber of Commerce was presented by Lopez.

The golf outing will be held on September 9, 2008.  The business seminar that has been advertised has been cancelled due to lack of participation.  
Under DPW Beil’s report, DPW Beil stated that all items have been previously covered.  
The Clerk/Treasurer report was presented by Lopez.  
Motion Kilty/Kattre approves bills in amount of $268,153.87.  With holding Integrity bill for further clarification.  Motion carried without negative vote. 
The September meetings were scheduled. 

Sossaman questioned what Economic Development Loans would come before the City Council to approve. It was stated that the City will only review Micro Loans.  
Motion Kattre/Kilty to adjourn at 7:58 p.m.  Motion carried without negative vote.
