Minutes from the September 22, 2008 Fire/Governmental Building Center joint with the City of Colby Building Committee meeting held at the Abbotsford City Hall.  

Chairman Morrow called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m.

Roll call:  Todd Schmidt, Albrecht, Kilty, Mayor Schmidt, Gaye Beisner, Dan Hederer, Holtzhausen, Kevin O’Brien – TP Printing, Chief Gosse, Kocian, Chief Kulas, and Flink

Under discuss the Public Safety Building, it was questioned what the total footage of the proposed building was.  Morrow stated that the total of the police building was just under 9,000sq feet.  Morrow stated that this meeting was held off until the design was final.  

The main change in the plan since the last time Colby viewed the plan was addition of a fourth bay and a change in the location of the reception area.  The reception is now at the West side of the building.  Gosse stated that there were a few minor changes with the mechanical room as well.  Fire code required additional doors in the hallways.  This plan adapts to the building that is there.  It was stated to keep the area secure; the exit doors can be alarmed.  A ramp on the North area of the building has been removed from the original plan.  At this time there are limited amounts of copies of the plans available.  

Kocian questioned what the City was going to do with Bezak Drive as it is an alley and normally you do not enter a building on the alley.  It was questioned if it will continue to be a one way. Morrow stated that it will be discussed with the Public Works Department.  

It was questioned where the parking will be for the Police Department.  The parking will be on the South side of the building and street parking will be permitted.  

Furnishings will be discussed at the Police Commission.  At this time an estimated dollar amount of $60,000 will be included in the Police Commission budget.

The Capital Campaign committee will continue to fund raise as they did for the Municipal Building.  At this time the Capital Campaign committee is waiting to obtain finalized drawings and an artist rendered drawing to be displayed.  Colby requested plans for their October 7, 2008 City Council meeting.  

Beiser stated for the record, that the square footage is over the previously agreed upon amount.  Colby agreed on 8,500 square feet.  Hederer stated that parking is his only concern.  

It was questioned what kind of heating and cooling is being discussed; it was stated that forced air is being considered.  

Motion Hederer/Albrecht to adjourn at 7:30 p.m. Motion carried without negative vote.
