Minutes from the Water and Sewer meeting

Held Tuesday, August 26, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. at the Abbotsford City Hall

Chairman Morrow called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Roll call: Chairman Morrow, Horacek, Voss, Albrecht,  
Others Present: The LaPine’s, Natalyn Belanger-minutes, Beil
Comments from the public: none 
Discuss/approve sewer credit for LaPine’s water bill.

Bob stated that we need to grant an $80 reimbursement for their sewer. They left their garden hose on and agree they should pay for the water. They don’t feel responsible for the sewer because it didn’t go through the sewer system.  Morrow/Horacek motion to give them the $80 sewer credit. Motion carried without negative vote.
Discuss/approve projected budget 2009 for water and sewer 
Beil stated there are four big categories that drive the train; commercial, public authority, residential, and industrial. Beil projected a 3.1% increase form the 2008 budget that would total about $855,000.  On the repairs to the plant and lines it is difficult to project because of Abbyland, and the Pilot Program, the new Water Plant and whatever street projects are selected.  Beil stated that the public works committee’s needs to make a decision on which roads are done, because this can affect the water and sewer mains.  Beil added that the sewer utility had the same issues; it increase at about 3.2% and would take an overall budget of $620,000.  It is still difficult to get Abby land to stabilize their demand.  Horacek asked Beil if Micahel foods was doing ok with their demand and Beil replied that he thought they were doing fine.  We still have issues with Abbyland and Michael foods addition; it would alter repairs to the plant and lines.  We are not sure if they would pay us upfront for the expansion or pay the city back at a later time.   Reserve fund is sitting at around $130,000 but that is an estimate that needs to be verified.
